International Student Mobility

Student mobility is an essential component of the Tec-
nolégico de Monterrey’s vision, and it forms an impor-
tant part of the processes of cooperation, exchange and
integration among Higher Education institutions around
the world.

In order to drive and promote international education,
during 2013 1,199 academic opportunities were offered
to students from the Tecnoldgico de Monterrey to stu-
dy abroad. Some 8,692 students, who travelled to more
than 50 countries, took part in these International Pro-
grams.

In order to offer our students a multi-cultural environ-
ment, the Tecnolégico de Monterrey promotes a cultural
academic environment throughout all of its campuses
by attracting international students. In 2013, 4,483 inter-
national students came to the Tecnoldgico de Monterrey
from 71 different countries.

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GLOSSARY

Glossary

Campus: A physical space, property or land in legitimate
use and pertaining to the Tecnolégico de Monterrey, in
which are located the Institution’s own facilities and ser-
vice centers, as well as those under its control.

QS Stars Evaluation: QS Stars is a leading British com-
pany specializing in international university rankings.
It offers universities the opportunity to showcase their
strengths through the ranking they achieve, which is ca-
rried out using an evaluation system which grades stren-
gths and provides the institution with a star rating stem-
ming from the audit.

Internationalization: The necessity to find new markets
in response to the strong competition within our local or
domestic market.

Student Mobility: The possibility of taking part in a stu-
dy program at an international Institution, with which
there is an existing agreement framework. For the Tecno-
I6gico de Monterrey, this mobility period is included in all
academic syllabi and is therefore obligatory.
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IPE HONORS: International Program of Excellence Honor
is a specialized program for outstanding students from
the Tecnoldgico de Monterrey.

Zone: The organizational areas into which the Tecnolé-
gico de Monterrey is divided. These zones represent a
group of campuses or schools depending on their geo-
graphical region.

International Students: These are students of nationa-
lity other than Mexican who are attending an academic
program or are on an academic stay at Tecnoldgico de
Monterrey.

Degree Seeking International Students: Are interna-
tional students enrolled in an academic program to earn
an undergraduate or graduate degree from Tecnolégico
de Monterrey.

Non-Degree Seeking International Students: Are in-
ternational students enrolled for an academic period at
Tecnolégico de Monterrey.
